Arrival of EBRD Board of Governors

Cameramen and photographers are invited to attend a photo opportunity for the arrival of the Board of Governors of the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development. This will take place at the entrance of the Blue Hall (Building B), in the Sava Centar.

If Cameramen/Photojournalists wish to attend the photo opportunity outside the Blue Hall they should arrive at the Press Filing Centre, Level 2, Building A, Sava Centre no later than 13:30hrs. From there, they will be escorted to the Blue Hall. At the same time they will receive a special pass. Without this pass they will have no access to the Blue Hall.

TV footage of the opening session

Due to security and over-demand, cameramen and photographers (other than national/government TV, ORF and Reuters) will NOT be able to enter the Blue Hall. They can, however, receive live footage or recordings of the Board of Governors opening session from EBRD TV (BETA SP or DVC PRO format) or from the national/Government TV.
